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IN RUMI’S FIELD
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The Cast

NARRATOR
COKE – Boomerish young American

AL – Religious figure, known to many
Production note: With several minor script changes, the roles of “Coke” and/or “Al” may be played by female actors.

NARRATOR: The Afghan poet Rumi said it, nearly 700 years ago: “Out beyond the ideas of right-doing and wrong-doing, there is a field. I’ll meet you there.” For a moment, imagine yourself in that field. Early summer, a gentle wind softly cruising through a sea of blooming flowers. The morning sun is carefully warming the earth and all that walks upon it. Someone is already there, someone familiar to us. Let’s watch, and listen... and hope.

(COKE is looking about the field and does not see AL come up behind him until AL clears his throat.)

COKE: Oh! I didn’t see you there. You must walk very softly.

AL: I have been told that I do. I am sorry if I startled you.

COKE: Oh, no. It’s just that...well, I was surprised to see you appear so suddenly.

AL: I am afraid it is a bad habit of mine.

COKE: Who are you, if I may ask? 

AL: I am called by many names, by many people. (Carefully looks COKE up and down) You are American, are you not?

COKE: Yes, I am.

AL: Then you can just call me “Al.” I understand you Americans are rather casual with names.

COKE: I suppose we are. You know, I never realized that until I started to travel. Do you travel much?

AL: Over a good bit of the world, actually. Sometimes it is very tiring.

COKE: I can imagine. I’m not really very fond of air travel myself. Especially not these days. You know, after what happened on September 11.

AL: I understand. I am very sorry about your countrymen… everyone’s countrymen who died.

COKE: Thank you.

AL: And may I ask your name, Mr. American?

COKE: “COCA-COLA.” But most of my friends call me “Coke” for short.
