HATTIE PRATT: Woman. 

MATT PRATT: Man. 

 

Stage Positions: From stage left toward stage right, Matt in first position, Hattie in second, Dr. 

Jill in third, Nellie in fourth, Willard in fifth, and Elmo in sixth at stage right.  

 

Performance Notes: Depending on the area for performance, actors can exit offstage if it can be 

done quickly and unobtrusively and without distracting the audience. However, if this is not 

possible then they can simply ‘leave’ by walking back a few steps and standing still, with their 

backs to the audience.
